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I feel that art should provide new insight or new experiences:  I’d like my work to be evocative, fun, thoughtful, meaningful, “sensation”-al… 

I enjoy creating work that is contextual:  I enjoy creating pieces that become personal. Like a photographic snapshot, I hope that my work captures a moment, tells a story, creates an insight. 

Energy, movement, and emotional content are important themes in my work: My intention is not only to entertain or to make people smile, but also to allow folks to think about what they might be seeing. I hope that this will, in turn, help create an emotional connection to a particular time and place, and to create a new experience…in their lives or in that of others.

If after seeing my work, people walk away with a reaction, I then feel that the work is more complete.
